PALM SUNDAY  
PASSION OF THE LORD

I began these Lenten meditations quoting the First Letter 
of St. Peter, “By His wounds you have been healed” (1 
Peter 2:24). Peter is himself quoting a passage from the 
Prophet Isaiah that we hear on Good Friday: “It was our 
infirmities that He bore, our sufferings He endured,...But 
He was pierced for our offenses, crushed for our sins; 
upon Him was the chastisement that makes us whole, by 
His stripes we were healed.”  (Isaiah 53:5) 
 

This Holy Week, as we contemplate the sufferings of 
Jesus, we find healing.  Healing from the fear or despair 
that can accompany suffering in our lives or that of our 
loved ones. St. Leonard, understanding this, set up the  
Stations of the Cross in some 571 places, including the 
Colosseum in Rome. In his homily on that occasion, he 
said: 
 

“Try it when sad thoughts trouble you and dark days are 
upon you; pass over the Way of the Cross, and  lo! The 
clouds will fade quickly away, and a clear sky will shine 
upon you...Try it for yourself...and you will see how your 
heart will change” (Fr. Dominic Devas, OFM, Life of St. 
Leonard of Port Maurice, p. 103ff.) 
 

 Jesus, as we consider Your Passion this week, we are 
astounded by Your love—so great a love!  Heal our fears 
and despair.  Give us, we pray, a share in Your love and 
Your strength and Your peace. Amen.

Understanding Palm Sunday  
 

Focusing on the Biblical account of Jesus’ triumphal entry into 
Jerusalem, Dr. Tim Gray and Dr. Ben Akers break open the 
meaning of why Jesus rode on a donkey, the significance of the 
palm branches and the singing of Hosanna, and how this event 
launched Holy Week and the redemption of the world.  



 

 EVERYTHING YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT THE SACRED TRIDUUM 
(The Catholic Company) 

 
Holy Week is the most solemn and glorious week in Christianity, the pinnacle of the liturgical year. It's more sacred 
than Christmas! This is because Holy Week commemorates the final week of Our Lord's life, the very purpose for 
which Christmas happened. 
 

Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday (when Jesus made his final entrance into Jerusalem) and culminates 
with Easter Sunday. As Holy Week progresses to its final days the solemnity heightens.  Sundown on Holy 
Thursday to sundown on Easter Sunday is considered the most solemn part of the liturgical year. This three-day period 
is referred to as the Easter Triduum, also known as the Sacred Triduum, or Paschal Triduum. The word "triduum" 
comes from the Latin word triduum, which comes from tris (“three”) + dies (“day”). Basically, the Sacred Triduum is one 
great festival recounting the last three days of Jesus' life on earth, the events of his Passion and Resurrection, when the 
Lamb of God laid down his life in atonement for our sins. 
 

"Though chronologically three days, they are liturgically one day unfolding for us  
the unity of Christ's Paschal Mystery" (USCCB). 

 

It is known as the "Paschal Mystery" because it is the ultimate fulfillment of the ancient Jewish Passover (or Pasch), 
which itself was a recollection of how God brought the Jews out of their slavery in Egypt. The spotless lamb was 
slaughtered at the Passover meal and consumed—that same night the destroying angel "passed over" the homes marked 
with the blood of the Passover Lamb, and those covered by the Blood were saved. This was the Old Testament 
pre-figurement of Jesus' work at the Last Supper—where he inserted himself as the Paschal Lamb—and Calvary, 
where the sacrifice was offered to save us from our slavery to sin. With the Holy Eucharist, we consume the victim that 
died for our sins. The Paschal Mystery is, therefore, God's plan of redemption for the fallen human race through 
the passion, death, and resurrection of the God-man Jesus Christ. It is one marvelous event stretched out over three days. 
Here is a breakdown of each of the three days that make up the Easter Triduum. 
 

HOLY THURSDAY 
The evening Mass on Holy Thursday is referred to as The Mass of the Lord's Supper.  This is where the Church re-lives 
the institution of the Eucharist and the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass at the Last Supper, as well as the institution of the priest-
hood, which took place the evening before Jesus was crucified. After the homily there is an optional "washing of the feet" 
ceremony, where the priest washes the feet of others to signify his role as servant—just as Jesus did with his 
disciples. Extra hosts are consecrated at this Mass to be used on Good Friday when no Mass will be celebrated. 
 

The Mass of the Lord's Supper on Holy Thursday concludes with a procession of the Blessed Sacrament to the "altar 
of repose," a place where the consecrated Host is kept, away from the main altar where Mass is normally celebrated. Many 
parishes will create space for people to stay and pray with the reposed Eucharist at this altar of repose late into the 
night, remembering Jesus' request in the Garden of Gethsemane for someone to "watch and pray" with Him.  
 

GOOD FRIDAY 
Good Friday is a mandatory day of fasting and abstinence. This is the day of the crucifixion, the day Jesus died for 
the sins of the world. The parish altar looks very different on Good Friday: it is plain and bare. There is no consecrated 
Host in the tabernacle at the main altar of the church; it was carried away on Holy Thursday night to the "altar of 
repose" to signify Jesus' death. The candle by the tabernacle is blown out, and the tabernacle doors are left open to show that 
it is empty. Jesus is gone. This is quite dramatic, reminding us that Good Friday is a solemn day of mourning and prayer. 
 

The ceremony on Good Friday is not a Mass—it is a communion service using the consecrated hosts from Holy 
Thursday. Good Friday is the only day of the year on which no Masses are offered. 
 

These Good Friday services often take place at 3 p.m., the hour that Jesus breathed his last on the cross. Often the 
priest will begin the service by prostrating himself in front of the altar. Veneration of the Cross usually takes place at 
this service, in which the priest and the faithful kneel before a cross and kiss it.  
 

EASTER VIGIL / EASTER SUNDAY 
A vigil Mass is held after nightfall on Holy Saturday, or before dawn on Easter Sunday, in celebration of the resurrection of 
Jesus.  This is called the Easter Vigil: the most glorious, beautiful, and dramatic liturgy for the Church. 
 

The vigil is divided into four parts and can last up to three hours: 1) the Service of Light, 2) the Liturgy of the 
Word, 3) the Liturgy of Baptism, and 4) the Liturgy of the Eucharist. 
 

This is also the Mass in which many OCIA catechumens (Order of Christian Initiation of Adults) are brought into full 
communion with the Catholic Church. 
 

The forty days of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving during Lent was in preparation for this day, when our hearts and souls can 
drink in deeply the culmination of the Paschal mystery: the Resurrection. "Therefore Easter is not simply one feast among 
others, but the 'Feast of feasts', the 'Solemnity of solemnities',  just as the Eucharist is the 'Sacrament of sacraments'.” 



 

Palm Sunday 
(March 29) 

Do you know the meaning of Palm Sunday?  
 

Holy Week begins on Passion Sunday, also known as Palm Sunday. This day marks the arrival of Christ in Jerusalem just 
days before His crucifixion. Palm Sunday is marked by special traditions and Mass readings. It prepares us to remember 
Christ’s death and resurrection. 
 

The palms symbolize peace and victory. 
 It was customary during Jesus’ time for people to pay homage by laying palm branches–or even clothes–in front of people 
who were owed a great amount of respect. The Gospel of John tells of how Jesus was welcomed into the city mere days before his 
death: “When the great crowd that had come to the feast heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, they took palm branches 
and went out to meet him, and cried out: ‘Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord, (even) the king of Israel.’” (John 
12: 12-13) 
 

(Special Note:) If you receive the blessed Palms at Mass on Sunday, do not throw them away or discard them! Instead, return 
unwanted palms to your parish to be used in making ashes for Ash Wednesday the following year. According to Canon Law 
(1171), blessed items are to be treated with reverence. If there is a need to dispose of such items, they must be buried or 
burned. The Directory on Popular Piety and the Liturgy states: “Palms or olive branches should not be kept as amulets, or 
for therapeutic or magical reasons to dispel evil spirits or to prevent the damage these cause in the fields or in the homes, all 
of which can assume a certain superstitious guise. Palms and olive branches are kept in the home as a witness to faith in Je-
sus Christ, the messianic king, and in his Paschal Victory.” 
 

On Palm Sunday, the faithful receive palm branches at the beginning of Mass, followed by a procession. Doing so invites us 
to reenact Jesus’ arrival in Jerusalem. Palm Sunday has been commemorated in various ways throughout Church History. 
The Church standardized and simplified Palm Sunday traditions in 1955. With this came the option of an organized procession that 
begins somewhere outside the church, a solemn procession that begins outside the church, a solemn procession starting inside 
the church, or no procession at all. 
 

“Joyful acclamations at Jesus’ entrance into Jerusalem, followed by his humiliation. Festive cries followed by brutal torture. 
This twofold mystery accompanies our entrance into Holy Week each year, as reflected in the two characteristic moments of 
today’s celebration: the initial procession with palm branches and the solemn reading of the Passion.” – (Pope Francis (April 
14, 2019)) On Palm Sunday, we dive deep into Saint Luke’s account of Jesus’ last days (and moments) of life on earth. 
 

The Palm Sunday Gospel (Luke 22: 14-56) tells us about: The Last Supper, Jesus’ agony in the garden, Judas’ betrayal, Jesus’ arrest 
and persecution, Jesus’ Passion, Eventually, we read of His crucifixion and death. 
 

Christ’s Entry to Jerusalem Was Foretold in the Old Testament 
“Exult greatly, O daughter Zion! Shout for joy, O daughter Jerusalem! Behold: your king is coming to you, a just savior is he, 
Humble, and riding on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey.” – Zechariah 9:9 
 

Palm Sunday is a Time for Reflection Before Holy Week 
Saint Bernard of Clairvaux offered a homily about the significance of Palm Sunday and the account of Christ’s entry 
into Jerusalem: “How different the cries, ‘Away with him, away with him, crucify him,’ and then, ‘Blessed is he who comes 
in the name of the Lord, hosanna, in the highest!’ How different the cries that now are calling him ‘King of Israel’ and then in 
a few days’ time will be saying, ‘We have no king but Caesar!’ What a contrast between the green branches and the cross, 
between the flowers and the thorns! Before they were offering their own clothes for him to walk upon, and so soon afterwards 
they are stripping him of his, and casting lots upon them.” 
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
