Sundays are not counted in the “40-days” of Lent

11) Mon - Feb. 26 — STOP JUDGING
Strive today to be less judgmental about others and their actions. (Luke 6:37)

12) Tues - Feb. 27 - HEAR GOD’S WORD
How might you find more time to listen to God’s word for you today?
(Isaiah 1:10)

13) Wed - Feb. 28 - TO SERVE NOT BE SERVED
Jesus encourages to serve the needs of others, not our own. (Matthew 20:28)

14) Thurs - Feb. 29 — GOD PROBES OUR HEART
Be with Jesus as He reveals what you need to draw closer to Him. (Jeremiah 17:10)

15) Fri- Mar. 1 - FAST FROM VIOLENCE (abstain from meat ages 14 - 59)
God sent Jesus to show us how to love and do good for others. (John 3:16)

16) Sat— Mar. 2 - FATHER I HAVE SINNED
Like the prodigal son, let us go to God to ask for forgiveness. (Luke 15:21)

Meditation of the Day
(taken from the book ARS MORFIENDI -THE ART OF DYING)

FAITH is the foundation of all salvation, and without it no one can be saved.
. Consider St. Augustine, who says “Faith is the foundation of all good things,
and the beginning of human salvation. Without it, no one is able to attain to the
number of the sons of God, and every labor of man is empty.” And so the devil,
enemy of the entire human race, attempts with all his strength to turn the dying
person entirely away from faith or at least to lead him to stray from it, saying,
“You wretch! You are greatly mistaken. It is not as you believe or have heard
) from preaching...No one returns from the dead to tell you the truth (about the
' afterlife), and so your faith is nothing.” With these and similar words, the devil

. - takes great pains to turn the dying person away from the faith, since he knows
= " this well: if the foundation falls, everything built upon it must fall..

Against the devil’s first temptation, the angel gives good inspiration saying, “O man, do not believe the perni-
cious suggestions of the devil, since he is a liar—for by lying he deceived your first parents—and do not
doubt your faith at all even though you cannot comprehend it by your sense of intellect...But remember the
words of the holy fathers, namely Paul, who says, Without faith it is impossible to please God (Heb 11:6); and
the words of John in the third (chapter of his Gospel), Whoever does not believe has already been judged (Jn
3:18); and St. Augustine, who says, “Faith is the firstborn among the virtues,” and again, “Mary was more
blessed in bearing Christ in faith than in the flesh.” ...

As the Lord says, All things are possible to him who believes (Mk 9:23), and again, Whatever you ask for in
prayer, believe that you will receive it (Mk 11:24). And so by the grace of God, the sick person will easily re-
sist the devil. For this reason, it is also good to recite the Creed aloud in the presence of the one suffering, and
to repeat it many times so that through it the sick person is roused to constancy of faith, and the demons, who
detest hearing it, are driven away.




From a sermon by Saint Leo the Great, pope
Purification of spirit through fasting and almsgiving

Dear friends, at every moment the earth is full of the mercy of God, and nature it-
self is a lesson for all the faithful in the worship of God. The heavens, the sea and
all that is in them bear witness to the goodness and omnipotence of their Creator,
and the marvelous beauty of the elements as they obey him demands from the intel-
ligent creation a fitting expression of its gratitude.

But with the return of that season marked out in a special way by the mystery of our
redemption, and of the days that lead up to the paschal feast, we are summoned
more urgently to prepare ourselves by a purification of spirit.

R .- ‘: The special note of the paschal feast is this: the whole Church rejoices in the for-
i giveness of sins. It rejoices in the forgiveness not only of those who are then reborn
in holy baptism but also of those who are already numbered among God’s adopted

- _ﬂ children.

Initially, men are made new by the rebirth of baptism. Yet there still is required a daily renewal to repair the
shortcomings of our mortal nature, and whatever degree of progress has been made there is no one who
should not be more advanced. All must therefore strive to ensure that on the day of redemption no one may be
found in the sins of his former life.

Dear friends, what the Christian should be doing at all times should be done now with greater care and devo-
tion, so that the Lenten fast enjoined by the apostles may be fulfilled, not simply by abstinence from food but
above all by the renunciation of sin.

There is no more profitable practice as a companion to holy and spiritual fasting than that of almsgiving. This
embraces under the single name of mercy many excellent works of devotion, so that the good intentions of all
the faithful may be of equal value, even where their means are not. The love that we owe both God and man is
always free from any obstacle that would prevent us from having a good intention. The angels sang: Glory to
God in the highest, and peace to his people on earth. The person who shows love and compassion to those in
any kind of affliction is blessed, not only with the virtue of good will but also with the gift of peace.

The works of mercy are innumerable. Their very variety brings this advantage to those who are true Chris-
tians, that in the matter of almsgiving not only the rich and affluent but also those of average means and the
poor are able to play their part. Those who are unequal in their capacity to give can be equal in the love within
their hearts.

This time of fasting opens the gates of heaven to us.

Let us welcome it and pray:
— that when Easter comes we may share the joy of the risen Lord. In all we do let us show that we are the
servants of God.
